Today the company is deploying its mobiletag service and barcode standard with Network Operators, brands, agencies and press groups across Europe, notably in the UK, Germany, Italy and Spain.

MTag’s innovative research and development team has also been working on a revolutionary new product, to be launched on the 16th February at MWC, that will see the world of mobile identification (M-Payment, M-Ticketing, M-Couponing…) turned around.

Using the expertise acquired over the past 3 years, MTag is now in a position to offer a real alternative to the other mobile identification technologies being introduced, such as NFC, RFID or barcodes sent by SMS, MMS and WAP.
